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Associate in Arts to Bachelor of Social Work

Completion of the following curriculum will satisfy the requirements for an Associate in Arts (AA) at
Gateway Community and Technical College (GCTC) and leads to the Bachelor of Social Work (BSW) at
Northern Kentucky University (NKU).

Applying to the Gateway2NKU Program

Students can apply to participate in the pathway program by completing the online application on the
NKU transfer webpage. Students must be enrolled in at least six credit hours at Gateway CTC, enrolled in
an associate degree program, plan to transfer to NKU, and maintain a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA at
Gateway CTC.

Degree Requirements for GCTC

1) completion of minimum 60 credit hours, 2) minimum cumulative GPA 2.0, 3) minimum of 25 percent
of credit hours required for the degree earned at the institution awarding the degree, 4) cultural
competence course, 5) demonstration of digital literacy.



General Transfer Information
Students must complete the online application to NKU. There is no application fee for students who are
transferring from a KCTCS institution.
