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Degree Requirements for NKU

To earn a bachelor’s degree at NKU, students must complete a minimum of 120 credit hours

with at least 45 credit hours numbered 300 and above. In addition, at least 25% of the credit

hours required for the degree and the last 30 credit hours must be completed at NKU. Students

majoring in Education must maintain a GPA of 2.75 overall and in major courses and earn a

minimum grade of C in all education courses. Students must meet the pre-requisites for each

course. Students wishing to be certified to teach mathematics at the secondary level must
